ADAPTING TO LIFE’S CHANGES

Take note of timelines 

The parties must execute the antenuptial contract in the presence of a Notary 

Public before the day of their marriage.

The ANC must be registered at the appropriate Deeds office within three months 

of it being signed before a Notary Public.

After the ANC is lodged at the Deeds office by Pincus Matz, it goes through a 

checking/examination process at the Deeds office which may take two to three 

weeks before it is ready for registration.

After the ANC is registered it is microfilmed and data captured at the Deeds 

office. It may then take three to four months before it is ready for collection by 

Pincus Matz.
